Terms and Conditions
1. The Enfield Innovators Competition 2010 (the “Competition”) is open to registered students (18 years and over) living or studying in the borough of Enfield, residents of the borough of Enfield and Small or Medium Enterprises (companies with less than 250 employees) based in the borough of Enfield. 
2. The Competition is run by London Borough of Enfield in partnership with Knowledge East, WestFocus and Ravensbourne (the ‘Partnership”). The applicant is hereby known as ‘the Entrant’. The deadline for entries and the dates for judging and announcing winners for the Competition may be extended at the discretion of the Partnership and any changes to deadlines will be posted on the Competition website.
All ideas must be submitted by 5pm, Monday 4th October 2010. The entry form must be   

           signed by the Entrant to indicate acceptance of the terms and conditions. All entries must be 
           submitted in the following format:

E-mails/forms received after the deadline will not qualify for the Competition. 
3. Entrants will be deemed to have accepted these rules and to agree to be bound by them when entering this Competition.

Intellectual Property

5. All ideas entered must be your own and original. By submitting this form you attest to your right to present these ideas as your own and to their originality. Students and employees should be aware that any ideas developed in conjunction with an employer, or partner will have implications as to the ownership of the intellectual property. You should ensure that you have the right to present the idea with your partners. 

6. You must take care to keep your ideas confidential and all ideas will be treated in the strictest confidence by us.
7. Each Entrant who develops an idea will retain all legal and equitable rights to the idea at all times prior to and following the Competition. However, in no event shall the Partnership be liable for any infringement of the Entrant’s intellectual property or other rights.

8. An idea that has already received external investment from a venture capital firm, private investor or other industry source may be deemed by the Partnership in its sole and absolute discretion to be ineligible to compete in the Competition.

Judging Process
9. The judging panel for the Competition will be appointed by the Partnership. The criteria for judging the entry is based on the professional opinions of the judges in evaluation of the written presentation and the live pitch. The decision of the judges is final and no correspondence will be entered into. The judges reserve the right not to consider any fraudulent, illegible, or incorrectly completed entries and no responsibility can be accepted by the Partnership for any delayed, lost or misplaced entries. The judges may, however, at their discretion, accept improperly completed entry forms. Proof of winners' and runner ups’ eligibility to enter the Competition will be required.
Awards
10. Three winners (one Entrant from each of the target groups – a resident, an SME and a student respectively) will each be awarded the equivalent of up to £20,000 in innovation advice and support to bring their idea to market. This would include for instance the costs of developing and testing proto-types, marketing and other necessary stages to bring the product to market. The winners will be announced at an award ceremony in November 2010.  Everyone who enters will be invited to attend the ceremony. If Entrants know in advance that they will not be able to attend, they should contact the Partnership to make an alternative arrangement. The award ceremony event will be advertised on the Competition website at least 1 month before it takes place.

11. As sponsor of the Competition, the London Borough of Enfield has the right to vary the number and scale of the prizes, in the event that insufficient entries of worthy standard are received for a particular category.

12. The winners will also be posted on the Competition website.

13. Finalists will be asked to pitch their idea to the Judging Panel at a Dragons Den style event on 14th October.  By entering this Competition, you agree to give a pitch if called upon. 
14. Entrants must supply full details as required above, and comply with all rules to be eligible for the prize.
15.  There will be no cash prize alternatives.
16. It is agreed that if an Entrant receives an award or is nominated as a finalist the Entrant’s name and ‘Public Summary’ may be used for publicity to advocate the Partnership and its collaborators. This may include, but is not restricted to photographs, interviews, print and digital.

17. The Partnership reserves the right to cancel the Competition at any stage, if deemed necessary in its opinion, and if circumstances arise outside of its control.
18. For the purposes of the Data Protection Act 1998, you acknowledge that in the course of entering this Competition, certain personal information or data about the Entrant may be captured electronically or otherwise and transmitted to the Partnership and associated institutions. By entering into this Competition, the Entrant expressly agrees to transfer such personal information or data to the Partnership to use, store and process the personal information for the purposes of this Competition. 

19. The Entrant agrees that, except for death and personal injury arising from our negligence, we shall not be liable in contract, tort, negligence, statutory duty or otherwise, for any loss or damage whatsoever arising from or in any way connected with the Competition, including without limitation, damage for loss of business, loss of profits, or any other pecuniary loss (even where we have been advised of the possibility of such loss or damage).

20. In the unlikely event of a dispute about the Competition, these Terms and Conditions shall be governed by English law and shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts.
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
